We have enjoyed visiting over twenty-five churches in 
nine states and have traveled over three thousand miles by 
air and over ten thousand by road. Deputation is something 
we hear some missionaries complain about, and in some as-
pects, we might understand.

When are you returning to Ukraine? 

 We leave September 28 from Harrisburg, 

PA, and expect to arrive in Ukraine about October 1.

 Tim, Cheryl, and our youngest daughter Leah 

will return to Ukraine. Lalia, Laura, and Timothy will 

either be working or at Bible college. 

What will be the focus of your ministry this term? 

 We have explained that our focus is to labor 

in a team effort with partners Stephen & Vita Kohut-

ka (many of you met them in February or March) in a ministry primarily evange-

lizing and helping youth and children. This ministry is centered in Perechin, 

Ukraine, near the western city of Uzhgorod. Our future goal is to develop a minis-

try center in that area offering a variety of Christian ministries, which will pursue 

almost unlimited opportunities in the mountain villages of the Carpathian region.

I feel a burden for these children knowing that most of them come from a terrible 
home situation. We want to show them love, give them hope, and let them know there is some-

We would like to express our love 
and concern to these youth by offering them an opportunity to learn practical ways 
to care for a home and a family. Vita and I feel strongly about working with these 
children and youth. We are starting a special project to help raise funds to pur-

chase sewing machines, mixers, and other small appliances. I 
informed you that we would officially begin this project soon, and now we offer 
you the opportunity to help us by giving toward the $800 we need to purchase 
things for this project.
